DATA COLLECTION

personal data that we collect may include:

You are not required to provide this information. However, we may not be able to provide you the requested 

service or complete your transaction if you choose not to. 

We automatically collect certain data about all visitors to our websites, including which pages they view, the links 

they click, and any other actions taken within our websites. We also collect certain information that your browser 

sends to every website you visit, such as your Internet Protocol (IP) address, your operating system and browser 

type, the date and time you access the site, and the website from which you linked to our site.
